IV. Agenda Items & Discussion

a) Business Improvement District Update
Tim Ogden provided an update regarding the downtown steering committee’s request of the City to initiate the formation of the BID.  The process for its formation, and the proposed program was discussed.  The process is anticipated to begin in September with a series of public hearings and an ordinance adoption.

There was general support for the BID’s formation, and the opportunity for funds to market the downtown.  There was also support for the Chamber of Commerce becoming more involved in the downtown affairs.  Concerns were expressed about the residents not having a vote in the BID formation, or a seat at the BID management table, and it was explained that the exclusion of residents was in compliance with the government code regulating the BID.

· Chair Dennis Zinner inquired about the medical office building being removed to enable parking. City Manager Rich Holmer said the building was in escrow and would be moved as soon as escrow closed.
